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Groveton Product May Help Clean Oil In Gulf

Moleculoc LLC of Groveton, and Refection Solutions, a service disabled veteran-owned business in Virginia, is receiving attention from the U.S. Congress in reference to the creation of an EPA accepted product which captures oil, gasoline and similar products and renders them non-toxic. (Continued on page 2) Congressman Frank Wolf of 10th District of Virginia and Appropriations Committee member issued letters on June 12 to BP Global making them aware of the collective work of and Moleculoc and Refection Solutions, and on June 20 to the Coast Guard. In the letter to the Coast Guard, he stated, “Given the urgent nature of the unfolding situation in the Gulf of Mexico, and because this product may yet be known by you, I thought I should make you aware of the immediate

availability of this innovated accepted solution specificity designed for rapid deployment oil spill control and recovery, which could have immediate positive impact.” He goes on to ask the appropriate individuals involved to meet with the companies. According to the company's description of Moleculoc, it is available in a sand-like substance or in a granular-pellet consistency. It is a volcanic pumice based natural product which attracts oil, permanently encapsulating the carbon atoms of the oil's hydro-carbon molecules while releasing their hydrogen atoms, which instantaneously bonds with oxygen atoms in the surrounding air to form harmless molecules of water and is completely soaked up, leaving a sand like substance which simply blends in with the other sand in the ocean or on a beach.

Town resident Robert Larsen works for Moleculoc, which is situated in the former Wausau Carriers area north of town on Rte. 3. He met the president and creator of the product Lou Niles a few years back and, believing in the product, helped Niles set up shop in Groveton. Neither of the men were available for comment this week, but David Kovach of Reflection Solutions stated in a press release, “We are proud to receive this acknowledgment and support for our team’s work with Moleculoc. In regards to the Gulf, there seems to be a growing perception of helplessness– that there is nothing that can be done to battle this manmade disaster or that we just have to stand by and let nature take its course. But that simply is not true. When I saw the dramatic impact Moleculoc can have in fighting the spill, I jumped in to help spread the word. And as you can see from

Congressman Wolf’s response, it’s not just me; everyone who sees Moleculoc work becomes an evangelist spreading the message: This is a solution that can make a huge difference, right now. I just hope the Coast Guard will listen.”

Public Service of New Hampshire has been using Moleculoc for about a year and sent a letter of testimony to the company. It states, that it uses the product to remove dielectric transformer oil spills resulting from damaged transformers, and has found it to be very effective. And another testimony as seen on the company's website, Debra Lee Ricker states, that her sons wanted to see how effective this product was in cleaning up oil spills, so they poured cooking oil on the back deck and then used Moleculoc to clean the spill. Their 15-pound Cain terrier came along and ate most of the oil soaked Moleculoc. She was concerned that the dog would get sick, but to her surprise, the dog did not exhibit any ill symptoms from the incident. “Non-hazardous would be an understatement in my opinion,” Ricker wrote. Moleculoc is simply spread over the affected area (on water, or on the shore/marsh), and it can be spread through almost any available means, including

air-drop. And it will actually scrub the grasses clean as the tidal action in the marsh raises and lowers water levels, thereby rubbing floating Moleculoc pellets up and down the grass stalks, reducing labor intensive manpower in marsh clean-up. Moleculoc is available in the quantities necessary to impact even a huge disaster, such as this one unfolding in the Gulf–with current inventory measured in the hundreds of million-pounds volume, and a production capacity of an additional one-million pounds daily as needed, states the company.
